The regular meeting of the Stevens County Board of Commissioners was called to order at 9:00
a.m., Tuesday, May 19, 2020, by Chair Bob Kopitzke. Members in attendance were Weise,
Ennen, Kopitzke, Wohlers, and Staples.

The Pledge ofAllegiance was recited.

Commissioner Ennen moved to approve the agenda with additions. Commissioner Wiese
seconded the motion and all members voting aye, motion carried.

Commissioner Wiese moved to approve the minutes of the June 2, 2020 regular meeting.
Commissioner Wohlers seconded the motion and all members voting aye, motion carried.

Commissioner Wise moved to approve the minutes of the June 9, 2020 public hearing.
Commissioner Ennen seconded the motion and all members voting aye, motion carried.

The Chair opened the meeting for public comment.

Having none, Dona Greiner Emergency Management Director gave an update on Emergency
Management. Greiner continues to work on response and recovery as needed, tracking expenses,
and providing support to community as requested. Greiner also is updating the hazard mitigation
plan.

Human Services Director Liberty Sleiter presented the list of warrants for approval. Human
